The 2015 Airstream Interstate

The Plan —

My travel needs may co-inside with like-minded, soon to retire, happy to see the grandkids, 60 years young
people. When given the opportunity to “test drive” the Mercedes-Benz, 3500 Extended Tall Sprinter based
World class RV from Airstream —let’s say, | jumped at it. It was an opportunity | could not pass up. | planned an
ambitious tryout for the luxury vehicle. The tour would begin on Long Island, NY and indude the picturesque
town of revered and hallowed baseball fans of all ages, Cooperstown, NY.

This called for an extensive test of fortitude for any driver. Starting at 5:30 AM, | prepared for a grueling day.
Packed with emergency gear, “always be prepared”, | followed the Boy Scouts credo. | occasionally just forgot
what pocket and bag | put things in. A demonstration of this magnitude would not be complete without the
determination factor. A small childlike voice inside my head repeated “I think | can”, so the little engine could.
No little engine in this case. The Sprinter was based on the M-B six cylinder Diesel —extremely, real world tested
in most of their work horse vans and in Europe.



The Mercedes-Benz platform van is also high and wide as to leave infinite selection space for plush passenger
seating and storage cabinets that ring the interior roof line. A spacious galley, large fridge and ample convection
oven are mid-ship across from a marine type commode and bath, sink combo. Airstream completes the color
accents with top-notch material and plush décor. Floor, dimmer lighting, motorized sun shade and screen
controls make for a luxury coach- bar none. For creature comfort —a roof top AC unit and LP heating system
sets the temperature, and counter top sink and cook top stows away under a smoked glass top. | tested the
thermostatically controlled powered vent fan during the visit. It kept the rig comfortably cool when we were
parked on the Cooperstown side street. The outside temperatures reached almost 80 degrees but when we
returned the Interstate was cooler than the outside. You know how hot a conventional vehicle would get. If you
park and want to check your email, the front passenger seats spin and there is a computer style desk hinged to
the wall. Abundant computer/smartphone charging USB ports can be found on the walls. You can also put up a
table between the seatsfor snacking or for meals. To run the electrical systems- turn on the generator or plug

into shoreline AC.

Most drivers and passengers are
pleasantly aghast at the size of
theses luxury accommodations. Set
your selves atease. The vehicle is
very car-like maneuverable and the
safety systems indude the latestin
safe driving systems, Blind Spot
Assist, a red triangle warns of blind
spots when vehides may approach
your space. Lane Keeping Assist, a
persistent “ding” alerts you to stay
within the highway markers.
Exterior rear cameras on a rear
view display helps show how close
to objects you are when backing up.
Perimeter sensors give you a
distance graph display on the
camera and indicators on the side view mirrors. The viewing display changes with your directional to show left
or right lanes before you commit to the either turn. An audible alarm also warns of the impatient Neanderthal
who tries to pass you during any course correction. No faults could be found, the systems were well thought out

and work flawlessly.

Airstream —with their renowned attention to comfort and detail wraps the whole package in luxury function
and practical creature amenities. Picture your favorite den chair whisking down the highway with your family
and friends getting to destinations of wonder and mystery.

All your controls are easy to reach from driver or passenger position and Navigation, Bluetooth smartphone
connectivity, HD radio DVD player on two cabin TV's can be set up on the central display. It was easy for the co-



pilot to switch screens from NAV and HD radio and back. Subscriptions to satellite radio are available. Wifi and
Bluetooth smart phone and wire connections make for office connectivity —or not!

What makes the drive so comfortable? The plush seats never got hot for my trip and multi selection of the six
way adjustable seats removes the fatigue factor. All the controls were logical and did not require constricted
poses to adjust. Allin all —a panoramically generous wind screen allows for ultimate road and scenic viewing as
miles melt away.

Cooperstown has picturesque amenities very pleasing to the eye and the sense of nostalgiain the lake town will
please and overwhelm you. The GPS brought the Airstream to Main Street USA where centuries old iconic
homes are frozen like an old post card. You receive the calm of simple times like a pilgrim discovering kinship
and hospitality with like-minded tourist. Team shirts and hats worn by visitors’ prompts comments of admiration
and sometimes good natured protests from locals or other passersby. We wear our teams logo’s proudly. No fan
is out of place here. Cooperstown brings all competitors together in reverence to a game celebrated in song,
print and film. It is memory town —giving one an opportunity to share team and family history.

| knew the selection of Cooperstown would excite my passenger. Heis an avid sports fan and was up for the trip
for the fun of it. Why travel in one day? We both had a time limit to complete the trip which was about 5 hours
from his home and 4 hours from mine. It was ambitious to attemptitin one day. Cooperstownis a scenicride
with a stretch of highways and back wood roads. | thought it a perfect test for the Airstream.



Historic, for the shrine to the national pastime of baseball, Cooperstown has great old homes on display as well
as an exquisite lake. The tree-lined winding roads and major highways bowed to the Airstream’s control and
comfort. Even the occasion of a traffic jam did not tire this driver and my co-pilot did not complain.

After a generouslocal
lunch, we headed back
through the mountain and
tree-lined roads. The GPS
was accurate at each
crossroad and gave fair
warning for each turn.

Being familiar with
Sprintersin general (I own a
2005 2500 11 passenger
limo comfort van) —driver
fatigue would not be a
factor. My last
monumental trip was New
York to Denver Colorado
last summer with my sister

and 83+ young parents to

visit their great-grandkids. Sis also packed a travel sewing machine to finish some projects in the Denver hotel.
Some 1800 miles down the road —that trip took about 26 hours of driving with a rest —stop hotel stay. All in all,
it took about 2 full days. The van performed with perfection. With all 8 passengers leaving Colorado and 4
being dropped off at the Denver International airport we looked like charter bus travelers. | could see the
Airstream similarly pressed into service, luggage and all. My only restrictions were routes with low bridges. The
Interstate stands almost 9 ft. tall so, some Long Island parkways are a no-go. The posted overpass heightis 7 ft.
10in. My 2005 stands 88 inches with the AC on the roof. Aslong as you follow traditional truck routes —you will
be grand. Unlike the trucker who was on the Belt Parkway wedged under the overpass at JFK Airport after | had
dropped the Airstream off at its home base. It made for a 20 minute delay at about 10pm. Aha, New York, not
atits best!

The Airstream is a time machine. It makes dreams come true and transports you over any type of road. If
comfort is your need —the Interstate will have you enveloped in it. It was a pleasure to drive and fitsin
conventional parking spots.
